Kurtz Bros Composting., Groveport, 
Ohio. This Class II facility composts 
yard trimmings and food wastes to 
create mulches and soil blends, 

p r o c e s s i n g 
over 150,000 
y a r d s  o f  
f e e d s t o c k s 
per year.   
 

We’ll stop at 
Kurtz Bros. 
r e n e w a b l e  
energy project 

using high solids anaerobic diges-
tion.  This project, in partnership with 
quasar energy group, will process 
35,000 tons annually of biosolids; 
food waste; and fats, oils and grease 
to generate 1MW electricity/hour.

ComTil Columbus Composting Facility, 
Lockbourne, Ohio. Biosolids from the 
wastewater treatment process are 
mixed with wood chips and ground 
yardwaste, then composted in large 
piles over perforated pipes.  Air is 
pulled through the pipes and and into a 
wood-chip biofilter for treatment. The 
finished compost is marketed as Com-
Til, a soil amendment.   
 
We’ll enjoy lunch and the afternoon pro-
gram in the cool comfort of the Nation-
wide & Ohio Farm Bureau 4-H Center at 
The Ohio State University.
